-Contents of exhibition
We call for posters that introduce the case studies, researches and technologies related EIA (Environmental Impact Assessment) including environmental policies and environmental administration. It is allowed for business to announce anonymity examples, e.g. description of business types. Also, you can attend it with profit-pursuing purpose, in this case you have to pay the fee. The summary of your exhibition, in one page of A4 size, will be published in Abstract of 9th annual Conference of Japan Society for Impact Assessment (JSIA) with abstract of oral papers.
-Period of exhibition
For two days, Saturday of 18th Sept. and Sunday of 19th Sept. 2010  
You can exhibit in the afternoon of 17th Sept, and you will put away in the evening of 19th Sept in the Integrated Building of Nagoya University. http://www.nagoya-u.ac.jp/en/global-info/access-map/higashiyama/ 
-Method of exhibition
1) Poster making points
　As a rule, please write down its title, your belongings, name of maker, or joint names person on the poster, and make the poster using graphs and pictures, as attendances easily understand it. Japanese and English will be allowed as used languages. You have to take care of the size of letters, which you can read while you stand a place 2m away. It does not matter whether you will hand attendants support documentations or pamphlets on the exhibition days.
2) Exhibition form exhibition floor
　You can freely use the exhibiting space of side approx. 120cm x length approx. 260cm.  The notice place for the poster will be informed later. Your poster will be fixed with cellophane adhesive tape and peeled off by your own. Please acknowledge that session secretariat cannot keep your poster in advance.

Exhibition fee is free. However, in the case of posters for commercial purpose, 10,000JPY is charged to presenter. Please pay the fee between Saturday of 18th Sept. and Sunday of 19th Sept. 2010.

Please send following “poster announcement application form” through e-mail after writing down the necessities, when you will apply to the poster session. The attendance application form should be reached by Friday of 16th July 2010.
2) Sending poster summary and session attendance application form
Please send “poster summary” by Friday of 20th Aug. through E-mail. The summary of the poster contents, in one page of A4 size, will be published in Abstract of 9th annual Conference of Japan Society for Impact Assessment (JSIA). You can download the ‘Poster Summary’ format, which is published on the Abstract, from the URL of Japan Society for Impact Assessment (http://www.jsia.net/). You could be required the revision of your poster summary.
